Since then, the 
Museum in New Orleans has expanded to cover the entire American experience 
in World War II. The foundation of this institution started with the telling of the 
American experience on D-Day, and the Normandy travel program is still held in 
special regard–and is considered to be the very best battlefield tour on the market.
