Then set off on a nature walk to the Castle
Geyser to explore the Upper Geyser Basin.

Faithful erupt before heading to Mammoth Hot
Springs. Walk through historic Fort Yellowstone
or along the boardwalk above steaming
hydrothermal features. Continue to Lamar Valley
teeming with bison, bald eagles and elusive
wolves. Tonight gather with the group for a
relaxing wine and cheese reception.

Range, where wolf packs have been spotted. This
afternoon visit an award-winning photographer
at his studio for a tour of his impressive gallery.
Before returning to the hotel, and if weather
permits, snowshoe along one of Lamar Valley's
forested ski trails.
